Precept

As you will have noticed on your Powys County Council (PCC) Tax
Statement the Llanfechain precept has increased this year. The
precept last year was £6,500; this year £10,000. This is due to a
number of reasons, the main one being that Llanfechain is part of
the North Montgomeryshire Community Interest Company, known
as the Cluster, which transfers responsibility for some services (i.e.
library,verges, litter bins) from PCC to the Cluster councils, including
e @ostts associated with those services, which for 2018/19 is
expected to be approximately £3500.
